4.1.	 		 Remove USB cover to reveal USB charging point, where the provided USB charging cable can be inserted fig.1.
4.2.	 		 Plug in the cable to an appropriate power source. Charging will take approximately 6hr.
4.3.	 		 When charged remove USB cable and replace the USB cover.
4.4.	 		T o switch on press on/mode change/off button (100%), press again to change mode (30%), press again to switch off.
4.5.	 		T o activate by hand movement, hold down (approx 3 sec.) on/mode change/off button until button turns red. Light can now be 		

	 operated by passing hand in front of sensor. Press button again to switch off. 

5.	 maintenance
5.1.	 		 Keep the torch clean by wiping with a damp cloth.
5.2.	  	R emove batteries if not being used for a long period of time.
5.3.	 		S tore torch and batteries in a dry childproof area.
